Next week is approaching quickly and we are very excited to open our school doors for our students to return! Below are some reminders and new communication regarding the beginning of the 2020/2021 year.
1. Staggered Entry Schedule:
· Tuesday, September 8: Only Grade 5 students will attend school for the full day.
· Wednesday, September 9: Only Grades 3 and 4 students will attend school for the full day.
· Thursday, September 10: Only Grades 1 and 2 students will attend school for the full day.
· Friday, September 11: Only Kindergarten students will attend school for the full day.
· On Monday, September 14th, all students will return to school full time. 

2. All students are expected to bring 1 clean face mask to school every day. FYI, buffs are not considered community masks, therefore, they will not be accepted to be worn for protection.

3. All students are asked to bring a refillable water bottle to school each day. Regular drinking fountains are not operational this school year.

4. Parents can only enter the school building by appointment. 

5. Drop-off time will begin at 7:50 a.m. each day.

6. At drop-off time in the morning, parents are asked to remain in their vehicles, unless their child needs help with their seatbelt. Only 1 car will be unloaded at a time.

7. During the first week of September 8th-11th, all students will need to bring a lunch for the 1 day they will be at school.

8. Cafeteria services will begin on September 14th, 2020. It is strongly encouraged that you order online.
